The 1996 Farm Bill mandated the establishment of the Rural Community Advancement Program (RCAP) that provides technical assistance focused on those rural communities with the smallest populations and lowest per capita income.  This charge has been carried out by Rural Development through several programs, some of which were not explicitly regarded as RCAP. Programs which comply with the RCAP mandate include the OCD-supported communities: EZ/EC Communities, Champion Communities, REAP Zones, and RCAP communities named before 2001.  The diagram above reflects the relationship of these supported communities to the RCAP authority.  To reduce confusion, those communities previously referred to as RCAP communities, and not otherwise designated, will henceforth be called RAC (Rural Advancement Communities.)
